Consultant J. Hugh 

Landry worked with the 

society to formalize their 

many fundraising ideas 

by facilitating several 

workshops with the 

group. The Strategy is 

made up of three separate 

but connected pieces, the 

first was to outline the  

historical significance and 

the urgency of the project, 

next was to list all the 

possible corporate 

connections to the project 

and determine steps 

required to approach each 

of them, and the last piece 

was a detailed plan with 

proposed staffing, cost 

and an implementation 

process. 

 

The Strategy outlines 

potential funding 

possibilities that targets 

fundraising four different 

sources; corporations, 

foundations, individuals 

and events. Each of these 

sources will be targeted 

over the next 18 months 

to secure the community 

portion of this very 

important project.

 �'�L�G���\�R�X���N�Q�R�Z���W�K�D�W�«The first Superintendent of the Canso Station was Dickenson.  He was recruited 

from the Direct United States Cable Company in Tor Bay, N.S. by the Commercial Cable Company in 1881 to 

establish the Hazel Hill operation which opened in 1884.  At the turn of the century he was making $3,500.00 

per year.  Speculation is that at the time, he was the highest salaried employee in all of Nova Scotia.
